MINUTES OF THE REGULAR BOARD OF EDUCATION MEETING, JANUARY 22, 2013.
A regular meeting of the Board of Education of the Kinnikinnick Community Consolidated School District No. 131, Winnebago County, Illinois was duly called and held on January 22, 2013 at the Kinnikinnick School in Roscoe, Illinois, within the boundaries of said District.
President Anderson called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.
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Others Present: Mrs. Freedlund, Mr. Hruby, Leadership, and guests.
MOTION #1.  APPROVE THE REGULAR AND CLOSED SESSION SCHOOL BOARD MEETING MINUTES OF DECEMBER 18, 2012, THE BILLS AND PAYROLL FOR JANUARY 2013 WITH ADDITIONS, AND THE TREASURER’S REPORT FOR THE MONTH ENDING DECEMBER 31, 2012.  A motion was made by Buhlmann, seconded by Diaz, to approve the regular and closed session school board meeting minutes of December 18, 2012, the bills and payroll for January 2013 with additions, and the treasurer’s report for the month ending December 31, 2012.
Roll call vote: Aye: Anderson, Buhlmann, Diaz, Richardson, and White. Nay: None. Carried
Mrs. Bannon gave an overview of the January Teacher Institute Day and progress made in implementing Common Core Standards.  Mr. Nosbisch presented the district’s progress on technology integration into classroom instruction.  Mr. Hruby presented a mid year review of the District’s fund balances and projected cash flow analysis.
Mr. Richardson presented an overview of the security enhancements discussed by the Building Committee, including key re-allocations, door replacements, and entrance remodels. The committee has directed Mrs. Freedlund to investigate entrance remodels at each school that will be brought back to the Building Committee.  
Mrs. Anderson expressed the Education Committee’s continued support of the District’s teachers as the transition is made to the more rigorous Common Core Standards, assessments, and cut scores.  Parents and teachers are encouraged to participate in the Illinois 5 Essential survey, a mandated climate survey in Illinois.
The building principals presented their reports.
Mrs. Freedlund reminded all Board members to watch carefully for the Statement of Economic Interest email that will be coming from the Winnebago County Clerk’s Office and return this form by the deadline.
MOTION #2.  APPROVE THE REVISIONS TO THE 2012-2017 STRATEGIC ACTION PLAN.  Following a review of revisions to the 2012-2017 Strategic Action Plan, a motion was made by Buhlmann, seconded by White, to approve the 2012-2017 Strategic Action Plan as presented.

MOTION #3.  APPROVE THE CONSULTATION AGREEMENT WITH THE ILLINOIS DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH, HEALTH AND SAFETY DIVISION.  A motion was made by Anderson, seconded by Buhlmann, to approve the consultation agreement with the Illinois Department of Health, Health and Safety Division in researching potential health and safety hazards in District schools.
Roll call vote: Aye: Diaz, Richardson, White, Anderson, and Buhlmann. Nay: None. Carried
MOTION #4.  APPROVE THE ENGAGEMENT LETTER BY WILLIAM MILLER APPRAISAL RESEARCH COUNSELORS.  A motion was made by Richardson, seconded by White, to approve the engagement letter by William Miller Appraisal Research Counselors, who will provide comparison appraisals of properties similar to NorthPointe.

MOTION #5.  APPROVE THE LETTING OF THE DOOR BID PROJECT.  Following a review from the Building and Grounds Committee meeting, a motion was made by Buhlmann, seconded by Richardson, to approve the letting of the door bid project for District Schools. This project will include fixing the gym doors at Kinnikinnick School for security purposes.

MOTION #6.  APPROVE NOTIFICATION TO THE WINNEBAGO COUNTY SPECIAL EDUCATION COOPERATIVE OF INTENT TO CREATE A KINNIKINNICK DISTRICT PRIMARY INSTRUCTIONAL AND INTERMEDIATE INSTRUCTIONAL  CLASSROOM FOR THE 2013-14 SCHOOL TERM.  Following a review of services and associated costs of Special Education Programs provided by the Winnebago County Special Education Cooperative (WCSEC) to district students, a motion was made by White, seconded by Buhlmann, to notify the Winnebago County Special Education Cooperative of the intent to create a Kinnikinnick District Primary Instructional and Intermediate Instructional Classroom for the 2012-14 school term. This decision can be rescinded at a later date, if the Board decides not to reduce services, but notification to reduce must be sent prior to February 1st, per Joint Agreement.

Mrs. Anderson discussed under new business that a review of the facilities agreements with various groups needed to be reexamined with an eye to safety of participants and buildings, property, and liability.  This issue will be revisited by the Policy committee.

A motion was made by White, seconded by Buhlmann, to move into closed session at 8:30 p.m. to consider information regarding the litigation, when an action against, affecting or on behalf of the particular public body has been filed and is pending before a court or administrative tribunal. 5 ILCS 120/2(c)(11). Conduct the semi-annual review of closed session minutes. 5 ILCS 120/2(c)(21) Closed Session.
